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Paju Nongak perseveration Society “Mirthful Performance”

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This show comprises seven dance pieces including ‘Bisang(flying)’and ‘Jindobukchum’
that are representative works of Yun Myeonghwa’s two masters, the late Choi Hyun and
Park Byungcheon.

‘Bisang(flying)’ is the late Choi Hyun’s characteristic piece and designated as a master-
piece by Korean Dance Association. What follows is Hanyeongsuk style Salpurichum in
which a dancer expresses elegant movement of Korean traditional dance.

Besides, Geommu’ originated to commemorate the boy dancer, Hwang Changrang:Yeoul
which is a combination of Choi Hyun style sanjochum and Choi Oksam style gayageum
sanjo describing grace of a lady in Joseon: ‘Sogochum’ performed as a part of nongak and
‘Buchaechum’ which is widely known both nationally and internationally will be performed
in sequence. Lastly, ‘Jindobukchum’ a typical performance of Jindo region will fill the stage
with full of mirth and theatrical charms of Korean traditional dances.

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In this program, six different dances harmoniously work together maintaining their dis-
tinct features of delicacy and mirth just like Korean traditional patchwork craft.
Cheoyongmu is a court dance based on the spirit from Yin-Yang and the Five Elements
theory, dancing with a mask to expel bad and wish for good (luck). It is followed by Taep-
yeongmu’ a dance to wish great peace and prosperity for the country, ‘Jindobukchum’ a
fan dance with two fans showing the beautiful gestures and techniques, ‘Salpurichum’
the standard of Korean traditional dance, Taepyeongsanjo’ performers with folding fans
portraying an elegant female figure with sophisticated movement. The program will con-
clude with ‘Sogochum’, one of the most popular solo performances accompanied by
exhilarating percussion rhythms.

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Parkcheomiji who returned interpreted the traditional Puppet Theater “kkokdugaksi” in
a modern way, which is designated as important intangible cultural property No.3. The
performance is the only Puppet Theater involving a pleasure and interesting story in
order to make audiences more comfortable and easier to comprehend the plot.

It creates each stage separatedly with omnibus style. Each of geori(5 different stories)
creates a symbolic structure including various traditional performances to give an in-
credible show to the audience. Pungmulpae of puppets stand on stage, while moving
sangmo, playing instruments, and spinning beona (a spinning dish). The lion from tal-
chum waves on rhythms of Taepyeongso. The particular way of the traditional puppet
theater gives all visitors for merriment and excitement.

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Under the theme of ‘Obokrakrak’, Fusion Gugak(Korean traditional music) concert will be
presented. Obok(literally, 5 blessings) represents five fortunes: longevity, wealth, health,
love of virtue, and natural death.

‘Frontier’, a song in which traditional and contemporary musical instruments generate
dignified melodies in harmony, opens the stage. In ‘New Compilation’, the audience may
appreciate the mirth and style of korean classical music through the melodies of tradi-
tional string instruments and varied rhythms of traditional percussion. What follows is ‘Ne-
oyoung Nayoung’, a reinterpretation of Jeju Island’s folk song. Later, performers introduce
Korean traditional musical instruments and present ‘Sarangga(a love song)’ from Pansori
Chunhyangga which is inscribed in UNESCO'S representative List of the Intangible Cul-
tural Heritage of Humanity. Lastly, a gugak chamber music piece ‘wandering’ and excit-
ing Korean folk percussion ‘Pannoreum’ will close the entire show.

The Madangbapyi comprises the Jaenunggi madang with several jinpuri, Seoljanggonori
with janggo, Sogochum with sogo which make Heodujaebi to continue on story with
dance performances.

Subakchigi and Daedongnori make the stage for all audiences and the performers enjoy
a full of joy and excitement.

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This performance presents Bisan Nongak Nalmoebukchum and Samulnori, which is
transmitted in Bisandong, Daegu and designated as Daegu Metropolitan City Intangible
Cultural Asset No.2. Although there is no define origin of Nalmoebukchum, There is a
related fable: cloud shaped like a mountain was dropped down to the ground due to
lady’s scream and the cloud became a mountain called 'Nalmoe’, when local government
officials died, the people held a memorial service to respect them in spring and autumn
blue uniform as well as a white band on their heads. The performers hit a buk(drum) in
accordance with Deotbaegigarak(Gutgeori rhythm), the characteristic rhythm of Gyeong-
sang province.

The most popular samulnori will be presented and offer exciting things to see and the
performance will be closed by accompanied play of the audiences and the performers
together.

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This performance is the traditional pungmulnori Pajunongak which has various stories of
the local residence’s life from long time ago.

Pajunongak is the typical wootdarinongak influenced by the north traditions of Han River
such as Ansung Namsadng, Seoul Namsadang and Pyeongtaek Nongak. Being com-
prised of various dance styles, especially with a splendid melody of Iron and sogo play-
er's chaesangnoreum, this particular performance distinguishes from others.

On the stage, it shows not only wootdaripungmul of Pajunongak but Sajanori, Benanori,
Sangmonori and, traditional performances that can communicate and breath with the
audience while delivering merriment and excitement.
